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[bookmark: _GoBack]Remote Learning Plan for Parents

As you may be aware, schools are required to have a remote learning plan in place so that any child who cannot attend school because of COVID-19 does not miss out on their learning during Lockdown.
This document explains our plan for remote learning for your child at Belton All Saints C of E Primary School.
From the Government guidance our aim is to provide the following: 
· clear explanations of tasks set
· support children to grow in confidence with new material through practice 
· opportunities to apply new knowledge or skills 
· enable pupils to receive feedback on how to progress 
Our remote learning plan has been made with our pupils and their families in mind. We believe that this strategy will work best for the children at our school. This will take the form of a variety of tasks including: videos, worksheets, on-line links, quizzes, nationally provided lessons and pre-recorded videos by teachers. 
Children will be given set activities to be completed on a daily basis and these will be marked within 24 hours enabling staff to give feedback where appropriate and check engagement with the tasks set. The order in which the tasks are completed is up to parents to allow for flexibility within the day. Try and create a structure to the day allowing for breaks, fresh air and fun.
All teaching staff will be contacting parents of pupils not in school every two weeks. This will be a check-in and well-being conversation with the opportunity to ask any questions parents may have regarding on-line learning. However, where there is low engagement with the work set, teachers will be contacting parents more often.  
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The remote curriculum: what is taught at home.
A pupil’s first day or two of being educated remotely might look different from our standard approach, while we take all necessary actions to prepare for a longer period of remote teaching. In the first day or two of immediate remote learning, English and maths will be provided for all children on the school’s learning platform DB Primary plus one foundation subject.
Following the first few days of remote education, we will aim to teach the same curriculum remotely as we do in school wherever possible and appropriate with a focus on English, maths, science, RE, PSHE plus a range of other foundation subjects to ensure the current half termly curriculum is being covered. However, we have needed to make some adaptations in some subjects such as PE. Tasks and ideas for these areas will be shared with parents.

Accessing Remote Learning 
We recognise that some pupils may not have suitable online access at home. We take the following approaches to support those pupils to access remote education:

· encourage parents to contact school at the earliest opportunity so that we can help to support you and your child (contact can be made via your child’s teacher’s DB email address; the school office on 01427 872391 or via email admin.beltonceprimary@northlincs.gov.uk
· provide paper copies where necessary of work set
· completed work to be brought back to school at the beginning of the next week when the learning for that week will be ready for collection
· loan out Ipads where necessary (contact your child’s teacher; the school’s Learning Mentor or the school office 01427 872391 or email  admin.beltonceprimary@northlincs.gov.uk   
· access to internet connection - contact Learning Mentor re: internet access (dongles etc. or where to find info)
· school will provide for those children in KS1 not in school: exercise book, pencil, whiteboard and  whiteboard pen
· school will provide for those children in KS2 not in school: exercise books (squared and lined), and a pencil



Expectations
What you can do to help
The ‘Remote Learning Home-School Agreement’ will be sent home for you to read and agree to. This sets out what we as a school will do, the expectations on parents and on children. We appreciate remote learning during Lockdown, may present some challenges for you. We kindly ask for your support so that we can continue to provide high-quality education for your child during this time.
Younger children in particular may need support in accessing online materials and staying focused with their remote learning. We ask that you help them as much as you can. 
At the same time, we don’t expect you to watch your child all day, and we wouldn’t expect parents/carers to get involved in remote lessons in place of our teachers. But, it would be really helpful if you can take an active role in your child’s learning by asking them about their day and what they’ve learned. 

Our top tips: 
· Try to encourage your child to be ready and dressed for the start of the school day, and to keep to their timetable 
· Distinguish between weekdays and weekends, and make it clear when the school day is over, to separate home and school life
· Plan breaks and exercise into the day to help keep your child active

Additional support for pupils with particular needs
We recognise that some pupils, for example some pupils with special educational needs and disabilities (SEND), may not be able to access remote education without support from adults at home. We acknowledge the difficulties this may place on families, and we will work with parents and carers to support those pupils in the following ways:

· provide appropriate tasks to support the child’s learning
· contact parents of children with SEND on a weekly basis to offer support and guidance
· provide a school place for those children with an EHCP

Remote education for self-isolating pupils
Where individual pupils need to self-isolate but the majority of their peer group remains in school, the school aims to provide work which covers the learning objectives and outcomes currently being covered in class. Work will be set as tasks on the school’s learning platform, DB Primary using some of the methods outlined above (e.g. videos, worksheets, on-line links, quizzes, nationally provided lessons and pre-recorded videos by teachers). The work will be marked daily giving feedback where appropriate. Regular weekly contact will be made with the child’s parents. This conversation will provide the opportunity to discuss any questions arising from the remote learning set as well as a check-in and well-being conversation.  


Please keep in touch with us and do let us know if you’re having any difficulties with remote learning, or if you have any questions. You can contact the class teacher via DB.
